The airline said it will implement the plan, known as WILMA, which is meant to stand for window, middle, and
aisle. The change will begin with passengers in boarding Group 4. Those with window seats will board first,
followed by those with middle seats and then those with aisle seats. United said that multiple customers on the
same economy reservation, such as families, will be allowed to board their flight together.

The plan will be implemented on domestic flights and some international flights.
